 A landowner on Hoffman Lake who’s well tested high for arsenic recently contacted us. 
 Arsenic occurs naturally in rocks and soil and can dissolve into groundwater.  Drinking water that contains arsenic can increase your risk of cancer and other serious health effects.  Arsenic levels can vary between wells, even with in a small area. Regardless, I thought it would be beneficial for the Town Board to be aware of this so you can let your constituents know. 
 There are test kits available at the Extension Service at the County building.
 If a well is found to exceed the  arsenic standard there are some treatment options and they are found here: Home Water Treatment
